The Music Therapy Eligibility Assessment Process

	If the IEP team decides that additional support would be beneficial to the student in succeeding in his/her education, then consider the following before making a referral.  If a student displays some or most of the following characteristics then a referral for a music therapy evaluation would be appropriate.




	· The student learns most effectively when concepts are presented through music.
	·  The student is primarily motivated by music and less motivated when music is not present.

	· The student displays better attention/concentration when engaged in musical activities.
	· The student displays better speech/language skills while singing.

	· The student’s behavioral concerns are most successfully addressed through the use of music.
	· The student increases performance of motor tasks when music, songs, or musical instruments are used.


When the Referral is Made

A board-certified music therapist (MT-BC) will:

1.
Review the student’s records

2. Conduct interviews/consultations with the student’s teacher and other members of IEP team.

3. Observe the student performing skills in a NON-musical setting.

4. Administer a music therapy assessment focusing on same skills within a musical setting.

5. Present a comprehensive written report include recommendations for direct service (individual/group music therapy 1x weekly) or consultation (program designed for classroom- not included as part of IEP/IFSP).
